EDITOR’S FORWARD

caust Research is the fruit of Scholarly Exchange of Israeli and Ser-

bian experts which took place from June 15 to 18, 2006 under the
auspices of the International Institute for Study of Holocaust in Yad Va-
shem in Jerusalem. This experts’ exchange in the field of historiography
was the most important part of the broader program of the visit to Yad
Vashem and Israel organized by the Museum of the Genocide Victims from
Belgrade, under aegis of the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Serbia.

For decades, for various reasons weighing down on both the Middle
East and the Balkans, scholars in this field in Israel and in the territory of
former Yugoslavia had only sporadic contacts, additionally complicated
by double language barrier. Since the death of Menahem Shelah in 1994
there was even no personality who could bridge the gap between these
two worlds. In that respect, this academic exchange and the collection of
papers which is now before readers, represent without a doubt, a land-
mark.

Discussing with their Israeli colleagues, Serbian scholars could syste-
matically the state of development of science which reached its apogee in
1980s and 1990s, the center of whose development is the International In-
stitute Yad Vashem and scholars around it — founders and veterans of the
Holocaust science such as Yehuda Bauer and Israel Gutmann. On the other
hand, the Israeli experts got an insight into a rich and diversified scientific
production less known to them, as well as into a whole generation of histo-
rians which put on common table mature results relevant for broader aca-
demic community concerning the territory which had several particular
traits during WWIL

As usually happens with collections of proceedings from scholarly
conferences, this one also differs somewhat from the program of Scholar-
ly Exchange which was at its root: Yael Nidam Orvietto and Miriam Raj-
ner couldn’t prepare their papers, whereas Yehuda Bauer and Dan Mich-
man supplied already published works which fitted into the concept of the

The collection of papers Israeli-Serbian Academic Excange in Holo-
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Collection, and which will therefore be of importance primarily for Serbian
readers; the collection includes also the “case study” by Jovan Culibrk con-
nected with the subject of the conference, but which came to being for
the Ha Ivrit University in Jerusalem, but which wasn’t presented during
the Scholarly Exchange.

The editors of the Collection sincerely wish to thank for hospitality
to their Jerusalem hosts, headed by chairman of the Directorate of Yad
Vashem, Mr. Avner Shalev, and particularly to the International Institute
for Holocaust Research and its chief Professor David Bankier who autho-
red the idea for this meeting. We are also grateful to the then minister of
science and sports of the Republic of Serbia Mr. Aleksandar Popovié, as
well as to the ambassadors and embassies of Serbia, Bosnia-Herzegovina,
Slovenia and Croatia in Israel who took part in various ways in the pro-
gram of Academic Exchange and the visit to Yad Vashem.

The Serbian experts emoyed hospitality of Jerusalem Patriarch Teop-
hil ITI, the Simon Wiesenthal Center, the Vidal Sassoon International Cen-
ter for the Study of Antisemitism, as well as the Archives of the Jews from
former Yugoslavia Even-Tov. For this we are grateful to them and their
managers Messrs. Efraim Zuroff, Robert Wistrich and Zwi Locker.

A very special part in realization of this Academic exchange was
played by Mrs. Silvana HadZi-Dokié¢ of the Ministry of Culture of the Re-
public of Serbia, ambassador Krinka Vidakovié-Petrov and protosingel Jo-
van Culibrk. It is to them we are particularly grateful that we can present
the world academic community with the book for which the need has been
felt for a long time.
